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In 1998, Nelson Mandela spoke of the huge, untapped market which Africa 
represents and of the need to create a dedicated African Telecommunications 
Development Fund. ‘Such a fund,’ he said, ‘would finance the infrastructure 
projects needed to extend technology to every village in Africa, and would 
certainly put the continent on the map of the global information society.’
