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This study is dedicated to the late Peter Derow, who as Hody 
Fellow and Tutor in ancient history at Wadham College, Oxford, 
actively supported and made possible the “Beyond the Battlefields” 
conference back in the summer of 2006. Peter was one of the 
strongest advocates of postgraduate studies in the Graeco-Roman 
world, and when he suddenly died in December 2006, our 
community lost one of its true champions.  
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
