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What can we say about Armenia? “There is no other country like her. She 
has played a unique and perhaps indispensable role as a buffer between 
Asia and Europe, a mediator between two seemingly irreconcilable 
civilizations and ways of life. And her dark beauty is eternal” (Surmelian,
